	Proposed new wording: When calculating time within a record, bits 2 and 3 of the Flags field should also be consulted to determine if leap seconds occurred during the record. Also, the start time alone cannot be relied upon for time ordering for records of duration less than 1 second near a leap second.
	Rationale: Just worth pointing out in the spec that the start time for a later record may be before the start time for a preceeding record during a leap second. 

Because ordering records is so important, it is probably worth explicitely saying something like this and this is different from the way ordering would have worked during leap seconds with the BTime from mseed2. With early warning, low latency and/or high samle rates, I would not be surprised to see sub 1 second records at some point in the future.
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
